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Compassionate Care of  Shelby County was formed in January, 2007 and 

on August 1, 2007 began providing primary  medical care for the 

uninsured and underinsured of Shelby County. It all came about very 

quickly,  which is a testament to the community of Shelby County and in 

helping our neighbors in need. 

 

Based on 2004 estimates from the Census Bureau and Ohio Job and 

Family Services, there were between 2,500 and 4,300 individuals in 

Shelby County who were completely  uninsured. More difficult to 

measure are those who are underinsured. With changes in healthcare and 

insurance, both numbers are increasing rapidly. Additionally, recent 

economic conditions have forced many local companies to layoff, 

making the problem of access to healthcare even more apparent. 

 

Compassionate Care has been effective in meeting a portion of the need 

for increased access to healthcare. It is only because of the generosity of 

Shelby County that CCSC has been able to address this growing need. 

Unlike a conventional medical practice, an increase in the number of 

patients  served does not increase the resources (funds) that are available 

to provide this care. No patient is charged for any medical service, so 

actually, the more people CCSC sees, the faster their dollars are spent. 

 

Compassionate Care of Shelby County is committed to being good 

stewards of the money that is received from supporters. Most care given 

is provided by volunteer physicians, nurse practitioners, registered nurses 

and medical assistants. Programs sponsored by the pharmaceutical 

companies that provide brand name medications free to the patient are 

also utilized. CCSC is diligent to not duplicate services, so collaborative 

relationships with other service agencies in the community are 

maintained. Compassionate Care serves a very important role in the 

community. As a new non-profit organization, it is Compassionate 

Careôs desire to be completely transparent and accountable to you.

COMPASSIONATE CARE 2009 

Between August 1, 2008 and July 31, 2009, Compassionate Care 

provided 3119 office visits to 879 unduplicated residents of Shelby 

County. Without CCSC, many of these patients would have gone 

without any care at all. The services provided included the diagnosis  and 

treatment of acute illness, as well as management of chronic disease. 

Preventative lab screenings have been  donated by Compunet Clinical 

Laboratories at a  value of over $166,700.    

 

 

 

Prescription Assistance 
 

Our on-site pharmacy allows CCSC to provide 

medications that patients need as a result of acute 

illness. Generic medications are purchased in bulk, 

which keeps the cost as low as possible. 1772 

prescriptions were filled from our pharmacy with 

an estimated value of over $95,000.  Additionally, 

applications for free brand name medication are completed and sent to 

the pharmaceutical companies who provide the medications free for 

those qualify. 1191 applications were completed this year with an 

estimated value of over $775,000. Volunteer physicians and nurse 

practitioners are also very committed to prescribing from the Wal-Mart 

or Kroger $4 list whenever possible.

Eligibility requirements for treatment at Compassionate Care include the 

following: the patients must be a Shelby County resident, be uninsured 

or underinsured, and living at 200% of poverty level. Patients of 

Compassionate Care are NOT eligible for Medicare or Medicaid. 

 

CCSC Volunteers 

 
With the volunteer physicians, nurse practitioners, nurses, pharmacists, 

medical assistants and office workers, Compassionate Care is able to 

provide all of the needed medical care to our community. During the 

past 12 months  over 6,300 hours were donated by more than 90 

generous individuals within our community. In  addition to healthcare 

professionals, time was donated by painters, contractors and others who 

were willing to do anything that was needed at Compassionate Care. 

 

In addition to utilizing community volunteers, Compassionate Care has 

also served as a clinical training site for Edison State Community 

College, Wright State University, Ohio State University and Kettering 

College of Medical Arts. Students have been given the opportunity to 

experience community health and in turn, have helped provide health-

care to those in our community.
